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Georgia Sheriffs
Want System

Like Florida's

Georgia sheriffs want to fol-
low Florida’s lead in abolishing
the antiquated fee system of
operating their departments.

John Jernigan, of Covington,
Ga., attorney for the Georgia
Sheriffs Association, has been
instructed to draw up legis-
lation which would take the
Georgia Sheriffs off the fee
system and put them on a
budget-salary system.

He said he felt the majority
of the sheriffs will “do all they
can to pass it.”

The plan would set up a sal-
ary scale based on a county
population basis, ranging from
$6,000 to $15,000, and accord-
ing to Jernigan it would pro-
vide an increase for 90 per cent
of the sheriffs over what they
are making from fees.

T. Ralph Grimes, Sheriff of
Fulton County, the state’s
largest county, would get a
$3,000 increase by going into
the top salary bracket of
$15,000.

Under the present fee sys-
tem the sheriff provides his
own equipment and pays him-
self and his staff from the costs
and fees he collects. Critics
claim this has led to ‘‘speed
traps” and other evils.

Under the budget system all
funds collected by the sherift
would go into the county treas-
ury and the county would pay
his operating costs and pur-
chase his equipment.

Georgia sheriffs have long
been observing the progress of
Florida Sheriffs in abolishing
the fee system and they in-
vited John A. Madigan, Jr., of
Tallahassee, attorney for the
Florida Sheriffs Association, to
attend their recent annual
convention to discuss the bud-
get-salary system.

He was one of the original
framers of the 1957 law which
put the system into effect in
Florida. The original law left
12 counties under the fee sys-
tem, and legislation passed in
the 1959 session reduced the
number to six.

Dade Voters Can
Regain Right
To Elect Sheriff

MIAMI — A special county-wide election on Nov. 3 will
permit Dade County voters to decide whether they want a
sheriff as their chief law enforcement officer.

It will also give them an opportunity to correct the dam-
age done by an experimental form of county government
which in 1957 abolished the office of sheriff and took away
the people’s right of electing their chief law man.

This radical venture in centralized government, tagged
“Metro,” created a Director of Public Safety as the head of
county law enforcement and made him an appointed official
—responsible not to the will of the people but only to the
will of a County Manager. Dade County then became the
only county in Florida — one of a few in the entire nation

—without a sheriff.

In the coming election the
voters will be asked to vote on
the following amendment to
the Metro charter:

“Anything in this charter
to the contrary notwith-
standing, the office of Sheriff
shall not be abolished, nor
shall any of the functions
thereof prescribed by general
law be transferred to or con-
solidated with any other of-
fice. The County Commission
may by ordinance prescribe
additional duties and func-
tions, and shall fix the com-
pensation of such office. The
Sheriff shall be elected by the
qualified electors of Dade
County in accordance with
the provisions of law.”

People’s Right

It is clearly the right of the
people to decide whether they
want an elected sheriff, but the
Metro Commission was not
willing to give them that right
by voluntarily putting the
aliove amendment on the bal-
lot.

Instead, it was necessary for
a group of citizens hastily or-
ganized as The Committee for
Elective Government to circu-
late petitions which forced the
commission to let the people
vote on the amendment.

Strong public sentiment in
favor of reviving the office of
sheriff was revealed by the fact
that some 40,000 signatures
were obtained on the petitions
in ten days.

Caldwell Warns Jail Conference

About Threat of °

MIAMI BEACH — Former
Gov. Millard Cadwell told an
audience of Sheriffs and jail
wardens here that they will
not be in business very long
“if the present trend contin-
ues.”

Speaking to a meeting of
the Wardens’ Association and
the National Jail Association,
August 31, he said the “sob
sisters, busybodies and psy-
chiatrists” will soon take over
the affirs of penologists and
“we’ll be living in a delightful
era of brotherly love and good
will.”

“These folks,” he continued,
“seem to be convinced that all
that is necessary to the re-
formation of the hardened
criminal is to stretch him out
on a couch and inject a double
dose of sentimental mush.
They seem to think that as
a consequence of such treat-
ment, they can convert the
ugly bird into a model citizen,
fully equipped with halo and
wings.”

OPPOSED TO EXTREMES

He said he did not believe
that extreme methods, of
whatever character, can make
a good citizen out of a con-
firmed gangster; and he urged
his listeners, as practical men,
“to take the best of what both

extremes have to offer and
combine it with the best think-
ing of the sound, professional
penologists and move ahead
surely, but with care.”

The “new day thinkers” are
not the only threat to the cor-
rectional field, the ex-Gover-
nor added. He warned that
“the ugly monster of govern-

Teamwork of Lawmen Makes
Life Rough for Moonshiners

JACKSONVILLE — Team-
work of Sheriff Dale Carson’s
deputies, state agents and fed-
eral agents had been credited
with producing “hard times” in
the moonshine manufacturing
industry.

Carson said his deputies have
participated in 61 still wreck-
ing raids with federal and state
agents in the past year, and de-
stroyed 28 stills from March
through June.

As a result of this activity,
big stills are reported to be
practically a thing of the past.
The large 10,000-gallon cookers
capable of producing thousands
of gallons of shine in a few days
have been put out of business

because they are too easy to
detect and represent a big loss
when they are destroyed.

Moonshiners are now said to
be operating the so-called
“ground hog" stills of small
capacity. They have also devel-
oped small portable stills that
can be moved from place to
place one jump ahead of the
“revenoors.”

Wrecking forays of agents
have forced moonshiners to
switch from copper to cheaper
steel equipment, and conse-
quently they are turning out a
low quality product.

“They just don't make any
good whisky any more,” com-
plained one old timer.

Teen-age Burglars
Caught in Tampa

TAMPA — A gang of boys
ranging in age from 12 to 16
was responsible for 21 burglar-
jes before Sheriff Ed Black-
burn’s men nabbed 10 members
and put it out of business.

Deputy Sheriff Riley Oxley
said about 18 boys were impli-
cated in the gang's activities.

The loot, he said, “could run
into thousands of dollars.” It
included cash, bicycles, fishing
tackle and other sporting goods.

Bad Check Unit
Work Praised

PALATKA — The Palatka
Daily News in a recent edito-
rial declared that the Florida
Sheriffs Bureau and cooperat-
ing law enforcement agencies
will undoubtedly “have a de-
terrent effect on the ‘bad
check profession’.”

The editorial was triggered
by a worthless check confer-
ence which the Bureau held in
Palatka, with the cooperation
of Sheriff Walt Pellicer and
the Retail Merchants Associa-
tion.

The Daily News was impres-
sed by statistics showing that
the Bureau's document exam-
ination section, in the first 12
months of its “infancy,” re-
ceived 1,694 worthless checks
with a total value of $143,409.-
48; and identified a high per-
centage of them.

“The system employed by
the Bureau,” said the Daily
News,” is an understandable
and workable one. Checks sub-
mitted to the Bureau are com-
pared with those already on
file in the Fraudulent Check
Files to effect an identification
with material at hand or with
‘bad check writers’ having
fingerprint records at the Bu-
reau.”

The newspaper added that
while merchants are primarily
concerned in any move to ex-
pose worthless check writers,
“it is likewise a matter in
which the general public should
pay heed.”

KEY WEST — John M.
Spottswood, Sheriff of Monroe
County, said the geographical
location of his County has
made it necessary for his Dep-
uties to put in a great deal of
overtime since January 1, 1959.

Since the Revolution in
Cuba, there has been a con-
siderable amount of traffic on
the Florida Keys. At first, this
traffic consisted of Cuban ref-
ugees who were coming to this
country in small craft seeking
political asylum. Recently how-
ever, there has been a great
deal of gun running.

On July 30, 1959 Sheriff’s
Deputies arrested three men at
the Ocean Reef airstrip in
North Key Largo as they were
attempting to transport an es-
timated $4,500 worth of arms
and ammunition to an Anti-
Castro movement in Cuba.
These men were turned over
to the Border Patrol and later
released on Bond.

Then on August 1, 1959, two
days after the first arrests, two
of the same three men were
again arrested when they land-
ed their plane on a secondary
road on Grassy Key which is
located ten miles north of
Marathon, Arms and Ammuni-
tion were also confiscated at
this time.

The prisoners told Deputies
that they had flown to Cuba
but failed to get a signal to
land. Then they had been pur-
sued out to sea by a Cuban
fighter plane. Running low on
gasoline, they landed on Grassy
Key when they mistook a flash-
ing restaurant light for an air-
port beacon.

Sheriff Spottswood said that
although his Deputies are put-
ting in this overtime, they en-
joy the opportunity of doing
some cloak and dagger work.

Kirk Praises

Road Patrol

WEST PALM BEACH—Palm
Beach County Sheriff John F.
Kirk praised his newly-organ-
ized County Road Patrol for
successfully completing its first
six months of operation.

He said a report covering the
six months period ‘“shows a
determination to serve the
public, which is all too rare
in public work today.”

He added: “This report will
give the people some idea of
the many and varied duties
demanded of our uniformed
deputies beside the routine
traffic and highway patrol
duties that make up the major
part of their work.

“For example, there were
3,244 miscellaneous calls and
investigations made by the
patrol. These included every-
thing from murder to barking
dogs, and usually it was the
uniformed man who arrived
first at the scene — sometimes
to complete the case on the
spot and sometimes to stand
by until other officers arrived.

“These calls required a total
of 2,093 hours to complete.
Other breakdowns are equally
interesting and show that we
have grown from a green,
sometimes fumbling start to a
seasoned well-knit unit of
which the people may well be
proud.”

The patrolmen, operating
six cars, traveled 308,959 miles;
covered 224 accidents; served
511 civil papers; completed 85
escort assignments; transport-
ed 467 prisoners; made 1,266
arrests; and recovered stolen
property valued at $14,617.

“The pse-
udo-omnipotents who are pres-
ently guiding the nation's des-
tiny are convinced that the
states and communities are
composed of benighted yokels
who are no longer competent
to manage their own affairs.
“A casual reading of some
of the (U.S. Supreme Court
opinions touching your busi-
ness will convince you that
before long you will, in your
institutions, be required to
serve artichokes and truffles
with every luncheon, address
your prisoners by appropriate
title and hand embroider their
numbers on the finest linen.

BIT OF EXAGGERATION

“And you will be given to
understand that your failure
to observe these niceties will
result in the execution of writs
of habeas carpus to the end
that your prison loads will be
decimated and the public will
be blest with the presence of
thugs now incorcerated.

“If you press me,” he con-
cluded, “I will have to admit
that some of what I have said
is exaggeration, but . . . I've
been guilty of just enough ex-
aggeration to emphasize the
dangers of centralization.”
