he Florida Sheriffs Association affords a
unique opportunity to implement changes
that are vital to all of our communities.

This association is a powerful tool, that when
used effectivel, can change laws while improv-

ing the quality of life for Florida citizens and
visitors to the state.

While serving as the chief law-enforcement
officers in our counties, the challenges we
encounter are often difficult, but not insur-
mountable. We prefer to view these challenges
as a way in which to effect positive change.

As a unified association, there are a number

of issues we plan to address in this year's leg-
islative session. It doesn't matter if our Sheriffs'

Offices oversee a hundred personnel or a thou-

sand, serving 7,000 citizens or 2 million; these
concerns are applicable to all of us.

The first is employee benefits. In October

2005, Deputy Adam Pierce was shot in the line

of duty by a repeat convicted felon. Adam, only
25 years of age, is now paralyzed after the bul-

let severed his spine. While he accepts his phys-
ical condition, his financial concerns have him

worried.
His case helps illustrate a point: If an officer

is seriously hurt in the line of duty, we need to
ensure that he or she will be taken care of, It's
troubling to me that we would accept anything
less. Additionally, FSA's priorities include

improving benefits overall. We must take care of
our retirees as well as searching for the best
plans for our current employees.

Moving on to the topic of violent crimes. ..it
is incumbent upon the Florida Sheriffs and law-

makers to work together to ensure violent
criminals are locked up and not released! I
can't imagine that there is anyone as sick and
tired as I am of criminals being released back
into society, only to have these people victimize
again. It's time to show that the Florida Sheriffs
stand united in saying we don't want to hear
about the suspect's tragic childhood, drug prob-
lems or any other so-called extenuating circum-
stances that drove them to commit a crime. It's
actually quite simple. ..they choose to break the
law. ..they suffer the consequences and go to
jail.

Emergency Management Operations is
another critical issue for us. From sharing
intelligence information to acknowledging the
needs of each individual agency, it's paramount
that the law-enforcement community work
together and continuously strengthen our abili-
ties to respond to the unanticipated.

Lastly, I'm hopeful that we will become
more visible by conducting joint operations.
There's nothing more frightening to a criminal
than knowing that Sheriffs' agencies and police
departments are working together to combat
crimes. Image is everything.

I am honored to serve as president of this
highly regarded association and am confident
that we will achieve our goals as a team.

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FSA 2006 Legislative Focus:
Sheriffs' Office Employees

The Florida Sheriffs Association has been successful
in winning increased benefits for Sheriffs' Office

employees in past legislative sessions. This year' s
focus is on broadening the high risk employment class
to include 9-1-1 operators/telecommunicators and
other higher stress positions.

The Florida Sheriffs are propos-
ing the following in support of
their employees:

1) Sheriffs will continue to sup-

port the effort to increase the
health care stipend for retired
Sheriffs Office employees
through the Florida Retirement ' ~

System (FRS).
2) The Sheriffs support enhancing the retirement

benefits of jail nurses and civilian law-enforcement

pilots working in "high risk" conditions, Jail nurses
and civilian pilots should receive the FRS "special
risk" retirement rate because these are dangerous jobs
with exposure to a higher risk of harm than most
other public employees.

3) The Sheriffs will continue to support changing the
basis for calculating all FRS employee retirement
income from an average of an employee's highest five
year's salary to an average of the highest three year' s
salary. This change would make it similar to retire-
ment law in many other states.

4) Sheriffs also support an increase to the retirement
rate calculation for 9-1-1 operators and Sheriff's Office
telecommunicators. Currently, these employees receive
the basic FRS retirement rate of 1.6-percent ("regular
risk" category), The Sheriffs think it should be
increased to 2 percent in recognition that these jobs
are higher stress and result in a higher "burn out" rate
than other public employees.

Additional Priorities

1) Modify and strengthen the Jessica Lunsford Act
by:

~ Requiring Florida driver's licenses and Florida
identification cards of sexual predators to provide an
"identifier" to indicate that the holder is a registered
predator, allowing law-enforcement officers to immedi-

ately identify a rey'stered predator regardless of avail-

ability of support systems.
~ Prohibit sexual predators from staying at any tem-

porary public shelters. Instead, they would be shel-

tered at county jails or whatever facility the Sheriff
and the county determine,

~ Provide for the forfeiture of vehicles used to facili-
tate the crime of Internet solicitation of minors.

2) Support the continued independence, accountabil-
ity and effectiveness of the constitutional office of the
Sheriff in the state of Florida.

3) Support measures to increase enforcement of red-
light running in Florida, including the use of automat-
ed cameras at intersections.

4) Support strengthening state law related to mutual
aid agreements between city, county and state law-
enforcement agencies to increase and enhance intera-
gency cooperation.

5) Support state compensation to counties for certain
categories of state inmates. Housing state prisoners is
costing county taxpayers an estimated $100 million
annually.

In addition, the Florida Sheriffs will support other
legislation that provides a tough, common-sense
approach to fighting crime in Florida.

GENERAL

What Is the Florida Sheriff Association?

The Florida Sheriffs Association is a not-for-profit 501(c)(3)
corporation made up of the 67 Sheriffs of Florida, plus

approximately 130,000 citizens, business leaders and law-

enforcement officers throughout the state.
Founded in 1893, FSA has quietly served the citizens of

Florida by supporting the needs of the state's lawwnforce-

ment community. It has grown to be the largest and most
successful state law-enforcement association in the nation
and is Florida's oldest.

Through the Florida Sheriff Association, the 67 Sheriff of
Florida are given a forum to address lawmakers and push
for positive changes in the criminal justice system in our
state. FSA also provides Sheriffs' Offices badly needed pro-

grams such as affordable training, special task forces and
legislative and legal services. Because FSA unites the efforts
of all Sheriffs' Offices in the state, the result Is a significant
cost savings for better-quality policing.

How Is FSA organized?

FSA is a corporation made up of the 67 Sheriffs of Florida.
To ensure statewide representation, the state is divided into
four districts. The corporation is managed by a 17-member
Board of Directors —all of whom are Sheriffs. The Board con-
sists of 12 directors and five officer. Active member
Sheriffs In each of the four districts of the state nominate
three directors from each district to comprise the 12 mem-

bers of the board. The five officers may be nominated from

any of the four districts and elected by the active member
Sheriff. The Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Board are
elected by a simple majority vote of the 12 directors. The

five officers included on the Board are: President, Vice

President, Secretary, Treasurer and Immediate Past
President, who are elected each year at the Annual Summer
Conference by all member Sheriffs present. A Sergeant-at-
Arms and a Chaplain are also elected at the conference and
are exwfficio (non-voting) members of the board.
The Florida Sheriff Association employs an Executive
Director and a support staff to carry out the Association's

v@R

mission and organize conferences.

Who are the members of FSA?

The majority of members are not employed
in law enforcement. Approximately 130,000
citizens throughout the U.S. (even abroad)
including nearly 3,500 businesses make up

the bulk of membership.
FSA Is one of the rare state Sheriffs' asso-

ciations nationally that has full, active participa-
tion by all Sheriffs In the state.

Where does the money from membership dues go?

Approximately 70 percent of FSA's annual expenses goes
right into programs that enhance law enforcement in all
counties throughout the state. These include training for
Sheriffs' Office staff, financing of youth programs, providing
professional and legal services to Sheriffs, organizing task
forces and hosting Sheriffs' conferences.

The National Charities Information Bureau recommends
that nonprofits "spend at least 60 percent of annual expens-
es for program activities" for which the money was raised.
The Florida Sheriffs Association's track record has tradlt|onal-
ly exceeded that minimum.

FSA does not employ telemarketers or professional fund
ralsers and welcomes the scrutiny of all Florida citizens on
financial matters.

What are some of FSA's programs and events?

The Florida Sheriffs Association holds two statewide gener-
al conferences for Sheriffs and their command staff each
year. One is traditionally in the summer; the other In late
January.

In addition, FSA organizes and hosts (or co-hosts) annually:
Florida Model Jail Standards Jail Inspector Certification
Course, Florida Model Jail Standards Jail Medical Inspector
Certification Course, FSA Jail Administrators' Workshop,
Training Conference for the Sheriff's Assistant, Administrative
Management Training Seminar and an Annual Car Evaluation
and Fleet Management Training Seminar.

FSA also periodically hosts or co-hosts the following: Newly

MEMBERSHIP RECRUITMENT, BENEFITS

What Is the difference between "Active" Members and

other members of the Association?

Active Members —Only Sheriffs are qualified to be Active

Members. Only Active Members hold office and vote.

Honorary Members —Private citizens may be Honorary

Members, but they are not eligible to vote or hold office in the
Association.

Business Members —Businesses have the option of joining

at the Gold ($500), Silver ($250) or Bronze ($50) levels. They

receive a plaque which designates their level of membership,

but they are not eligible to vote or hold office in the
Association.

Law Enforcement Members —Sheriffs Offices and criminal

justice agencies' sworn and non-sworn personnel, volunteers,

retirees and auxiliary officers may be Law Enforcement

Members, which makes them eligible for special
insurance programs, including Line of Duty

and accidental death benefits (included in

their annual dues). But they are not eligible

to vote or hold office in the Association.

The Florida Sheriffs Association is the parent organization
that formed the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches Inc. to oper-
ate the Boys Ranch near Live Oak, the Youth Ranch in

Bradenton/Sarasota, the Youth Villa at Bartow, the Youth
Ranch near Safety Harbor, the Youth Camp in Barberville, and
Caruth Camp near Inglis/Yankee Town. A portion of FSA
membership dues is allotted to help the Youth Ranches.
The Sheriffs Association office is in Tallahassee, while the
Youth Ranches' central office is at Boys Ranch. The Sheriff
Association continues to actively support and sponsor the
Youth Ranches, but it is also involved in other law enforce-
ment-related programs. The Youth Ranches administers its
own programs while working closely with the Association
staff.
